Keep headings clear; do not make the table of contents too granular.

1. Title (1 line)

e A specific, researchable title.

2. Background and Rationale

e Brief context of the field.
e Key gap/problem in current research.

e Why this topic matters (academic and/or practical significance).

3. Research Aim and Questions

e One overall aim.

e 2-4focused research questions (or hypotheses).

4. Brief Literature Positioning

e Summarize representative studies (not a full review).
e |dentify what is known vs. unknown.

e (Clarify your proposed contribution.

5. Methodology

Research design (qualitative/quantitative/mixed).

Data/source/sample and selection criteria.

Methods/techniques/tools for analysis.

Validity, reliability, and ethical considerations (if applicable).

6. Expected Outcomes and Contribution

e Expected findings or outputs.
e Theoretical contribution.

e Practical/policy/industry relevance.

7. Timeline and Feasibility

e Stage-by-stage plan (e.g., Month 1-6, 7-12, etc.).

e Resources and feasibility statement.

8. References

e Use one consistent citation style (APA/Harvard/Chicago as required).
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
